Paul has referred to Abraham as the universally accepted example of a justified man.  How was he justified?

By works?  No.  By circumcision?  No.  By what?  Faith.

By what kind of faith?  

Here Paul describes the nature of Abraham's faith, which is an example of saving faith.  

He trusted in the supernatural God, (who calls things into being, and gives life from the dead,)  that He would do just as He said.  

Elsewhere Paul said, “Therefore keep up your courage, men, for I believe God that it will turn out exactly as I have been told.”  (Acts 27:25 NASB)

We are to trust God and His word, that Jesus Christ is God the Son, and that His death is the complete payment for our sins.
